Thanks to everyone who made our first week of the term such a success.  The week went very smoothly!  It was fantastic to hear 
of all the childrenÕs adventures from the holidays and also see how excited they were to be back here on the Terrace. 
 
Meet The Teacher 
The Meet the Teacher evening is tonight.  This is a great opportunity to meet your childÕs teacher and hear what their educational 
intentions are for the coming year for your child. They will also be giving you information regarding National Standards.  Please 
do take the opportunity to come along.  The times for each class are shown above in the diary section.  
 
Whole School Trip to Rabbit Island  
DonÕt forget this is happening this FRIDAY .  It is important that all children come suitably prepared for the day.  Children will be 
wearing their uniforms to the beach and will also need to bring the following.  

¥ togs and towel (named please)  
¥ picnic food - morning tea, lunch and afternoon tea.  
¥ large drink of water  
¥ sunscreen. (optional) Staff will have their classroom sunscreen.  
¥ sun-hat (no caps please)  

This is a great day and a wonderful chance to further develop the family atmosphere throughout the school. 
 
Homework Policy 
Our homework policy at Clifton Terrace is very simple.  We believe that children should work hard at school and reinforce the 
basics at home.  However, homework should not interfere with family life and therefore it is to be in line with classroom learning 
and is not to be time consuming.  Our policy states the following; 

1. Teachers will provide purposeful homework in reading, numeracy and spelling. 
2. Teachers will support parents and children as necessary. 

The second point above is important.  Teachers will assist with appropriate resources if needed.  Therefore, please keep in contact 
with them. 
 
Reduce, Reuse, Recycle 
Over the last couple of years, we as a school, have tried very hard to reduce, reuse and recycle.  Our biggest challenge in this area, 
has probably been that of litter in the school.  We have challenged families, like yourselves, to seek other ways of storing lunches.  
This presented some problems but most families are now using recyclable containers to store food.  This has led to a huge 
reduction in plastic wrap around school. If children do have any other waste, we ask that they take it home.   
Another initiative was that of food scraps.  Many children are often given whole fruit to eat at school.  Unfortunately, some of 
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these, apples in particular, are very big and children find them difficult to eat.  The school has an apple cutter that the senior 
children take out at lunch time so that children can have their apples cut into pieces.  The cutter removes the core and slices the 
apple so that it is easier to eat. 
By making fruit easier to eat, we have found there is less food waste.  However, there are some food scraps and these are put into 
the compost to be used in our vegie garden. 
The garden is producing a range of delicious vegetables that are being looked after and grown by children in the school.  Yum! 
Every Friday, our recyclers go around to each class to gather any paper and cardboard that can be recycled and this is collected by 
the Nelson City Council.  Not so long ago, we were having our large rubbish skip emptied every month.  Now it is more like once 
a term! 
So you can see how we are trying really hard to improve our carbon footprint and we appreciate your help with this to make sure 
it works.

This is just a friendly reminder to be safe 
when traveling around or near school.  I have 
been advised by Nelson Police that they will 
be monitoring parking and speed around 
school.  Please do park lawfully.  A reminder 
that the cross hatched lines at the bottom of 
the drive are not to be  parked on!
