Hello, my name is Valerie Ferris and I recently moved here from Gisborne with my husband Marc and two daughters 
Breanna and Summer.   
 
I attended the H & S committee AGM last week and took on the position of president.  After thinking about this for a 
couple of days I had to ask the question "what does the home and school committee actually do!?".  The answer I 
received was that the H & S committee is primarily a link between the teachers, parents and local community with the 
aim of bringing these groups together.  One of its main functions is fundraising for the school. 
 
I then had to ask the question ' why is fundraising so important to the school, and what do we need the extra money 
for?'

The school roll has grown rapidly this year so another set is essential to ensure that our children are given 
continued access to these.  We would like to do this in a fun way involving the parents, students and community and 
our first event will be the school disco scheduled for Friday July 1st.
